Applications and proposals are placed on the work plan after they are publicly notified. Their details are updated as the application
or proposal progresses through the standards development process. Under the FSANZ Act, applicants can choose to pay fees to
bring forward the start of the assessment of their application. However, FSANZ'’s consideration of a paid application must not
displace an unpaid application or proposal in the workplan.

Notes — application and proposal work plan details

Application or Proposal — Applications are formal requests to amend the Australia New Zealand Food Standards Code (the Code). Proposals are prepared
by FSANZ to consider amendments to the Code. Each application or proposal is allocated a sequential identification number. Applications commence with an
‘A’ whilst proposals commence with either a ‘P’ or ‘M’ (maximum residue limits).

Description — General description of the purpose of the application or proposal.

Urgent applications or proposals — Section 95 applications and proposals can be declared urgent under Division 4 of the FSANZ Act. Under these
provisions, FSANZ is required to assess the variation to the Code within 12 months of the date of effect of the gazetted variation. FSANZ may then either re-
affirm its original decision or prepare a proposal for a further variation or replacement variation.

Procedure — the procedure that applies to an application or proposal is determined at the administrative assessment stage and is based on the estimated
maximum number of hours to complete the assessment for an application or proposal. See Part 2, 2.2.5 — 2.2.7 of the Application Handbook for further details
on each of the procedures.

Paid applications — Fees are payable if an application confers an exclusive capturable commercial benefit (ECCB), or to expedite the assessment. There is a
waiting time of approximately 12 months for FSANZ to commence assessment of an unpaid application. See Part 2, 2.1.5 of the Application Handbook for
further details on fees, payment of fees and amounts for each of the procedures.

Date received — The date FSANZ received the application. FSANZ then has 15 business days to make an administrative assessment of the application. This
assessment determines whether an application meets the requirements set out in Part 3 of the Application Handbook and the procedure under which it should
be assessed. If the application is accepted and following public notification, it is then placed on this Work Plan. This administrative assessment also
determines the timetable for consideration of the application.

Administrative assessment completed — The date that the administrative assessment is completed, and a decision is made whether to accept the
application. If the application is rejected or the applicant chooses to withdraw their application during the administrative assessment stage, it is not publicly
notified. Only applications that are accepted and proposals that are prepared following the administrative assessment are publicly notified. If an application is
rejected or withdrawn during the administrative assessment this does not prevent the applicant re-lodging the application at a later date. An administrative
assessment is also completed for proposals.

Clock start and finish dates — Under the FSANZ Act, the FSANZ Board is required to make a decision on applications either within 9 months (general level
or high level health claim variation procedures), 3 months (minor procedure) or 12 months (major procedure). For applications the statutory due date is
indicated in this work plan once assessment commences.

Dates for key stages in the application and proposal process

e Commencement date of each stage - estimated at administrative assessment — this includes the timelines for key stages in the standard setting process
estimated during the administrative assessment. These timeframes can vary for reasons such as resourcing, unforeseen complexity of the assessment,
requests for further information from the applicant, delays in payments etc.

e Current date for each stage — once assessment commences — these are the projected timelines that are followed once the assessment begins (clock
start). These can also change as the application or proposals progresses for the same reasons listed above for estimated timelines

e Completion date of each stage - as each stage is completed the actual date(s) is included.

For estimated and current dates, early refers to the first 10 days in the month, mid refers to the second 10 days and late refer to the following and vary
depending on the number of days in the month is from the 21st until the end of the month.

Applications and proposals approved — these are the applications and proposals for which the draft variations is have been approved by the FSANZ Board,
publicly notified and are awaiting consideration by Food Ministers.

Applications and proposals gazetted — these are applications and proposals for which Food Ministers have not sought a review and have been publicly
notification and gazetted.

Applications and proposals under review — these are applications and proposals under review following a request from the Food Ministers. These are
listed separately to other applications and proposals undergoing assessment as they are not subject to the same requirements.

Applications and proposals withdrawn, rejected, abandoned — these are applications and proposals that, following public notification, have been
withdrawn, rejected or abandoned under the FSANZ Act.
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
